Note: Hospital birth certificates or photocopies are not acceptable. 

 
2. Proof of Residency: 

School ID w/ address listed, a report card, mail w/ postal cancellation on the envelope or a bank 
statement. 

 
3. Proof of Signature: 

Social Security card, cancelled check, charge card, ID card or High School ID. 
Note: Your Social Security Card is NOT REQUIRED for obtaining your permit, but is 
REQUIRED to obtain your driver’s license. 

 
4. Proof of enrollment in Driver Education Program(issued in class): 

In the boxes provided below your city and zip code, please fill in the following information: 
County, Social Security Number, Height, Weight, Color Hair, Color Eyes, 
Gender, and Date of Birth.  

Your parent or legal guardian must sign this application and should accompany you to the DMV.  
 
5. Permit Fee: 

Cash or a check made out to the Secretary of State in the amount of $20.00 (twenty dollars).
